The classes are Terrorism Awareness and EMS Concepts for WMD and are designed to equip EMS personnel and medical professionals with the skills needed to ensure proper patient triage, treatment, and transportation in the event of exposure to weapons of mass destruction or biological, nuclear, incendiary, chemical, and explosive weapons. Executive Director’s Notes





During their October meeting the Board approved two exemptions to the regulations that have went into effect.  These exemptions are to allow the office to provide proper notice to individuals licensed or certified by the Board to make the necessary adjustments in order to ensure a smooth transition into the new regulations.  Individuals that are recertifying or relicensing will not have to begin to pay the new fees until February of 2004.  Those of you that have received renewal reminders with “old” fees will only have to pay those fees.  Those of you that are scheduled to recert or relicense beginning in February of 2004 and after will need to pay the new fees.  Additionally, those of you who have read the new regulations realize that there are more structured hours involved in recertifying and relicensing than there have been in the past.  We will not begin to look 


for the additional hours required until after July 1, 2004.





We have also had a new edition to the KBEMS Website.  If you will notice down the side of the main page, there has been a new subheading added.  All FINALIZED DISCIPLINARY ACTIONS have been posted on the site.
